Our next step is the implementation phase: to test and assess the toolkit in an
applied setting; and to use this experience to produce a local implementation
report and an in-depth case study report which reflects how the toolkit was used
in two schools in each partner country. The objectives of the implementation
phase are three-fold, and include:

To effectively implement the ComBuS Toolkit in at least two schools in
each partner country (Cyprus, Romania, Italy, Ireland, Spain and Greece);

To build the capacity and raise awareness of combatting bullying among
at least 2,040 students, 480 teachers, 120 schools leaders, 120 school
staff and 600 parents in the 6 partner countries.

To collect good examples of the implementation that will support the
future spread and effective implementation of the Toolkit.
